This approval 
is based on the National Nuclear Security Administration approval of the BWXT Y-12 
National Security Complex Packaging Engineering's QA Program Plan dated February 22, 
2007. 

This DOE QA Approval satisfies the requirements of DOE Order 460.1 C and complies with 
the provisions in 49 CFR 173.7(d) for DOE to maintain packaging standards equivalent to 
those specified in 10 CFR Part 71. The DOE QA Approval will remain in effect for five (5) 
years from this date, as indicated in Block No. 3. If B&W Y-12 needs to renew, amend or 
terminate its QA Program Approval, please request this action in writing. 

This letter also serves as a reminder that DOE 0 460.1C requires each entity that offers for 
transportation or transports radioactive material for DOE in a Type B or fissile material 
packaging certified by the Headquarters Certifying Official (HCO) or the U.S. Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission be registered in writing with the HCO.
